Precious Metal Clay — Gatteno Teen to adult

PMC is a material that looks and feels like ceramic clay. When fired, PMC becomes fine silver (99.9%
silver) Students exploring the world of PMC will first be asked to make either a pendant or a pair of
earrings using rubber stamps or texture sheets. Upon completion of the first project, students will be
encouraged to create their own designs. Students can carve their own rubber stamp. Students will learn
to make beads and finish their pieces with colorful resin inlay.

The cost of the clay is extra. Tools will be supplied. All pieces will be fired and tumbled by the instructor.

Portfolio Preparation — Knipstein Teen
Review with constructive critique for the student preparing a portfolio for college entrance.

lllustration — Knipstein Teen to adult
Storytelling in black and white traditional comic book style will be the focus of this fun young adult class —
learn traditional techniques that will overcome and excite the computer age artist.

Dyeing Landscape — Mitchell Teen to adult
A Shibori dye resist technique will be taught, using fiber dyes, cotton cloth and silk crepe. Landscape
themes will be used.

Beginning oil painting — Munro Teen to adult

Beginning oil painting — learn basics, brushes to use & when, how to prep a canvas or panel, how to mix
colors, how to plan composition, and other basic instructions. Class will work together on a simple still life
before branching out to a personal composition choice.

Pastels — Prudden Teen to adult
Learn the technique, beauty and flexibility of pastel painting. Classes will accommodate all levels of
experience and interest. Take home a work of art at the end of class.

Portrait and Figure with models — Prudden Teen to adult
Portraiture will be explored, with painting techniques first covered, then real models used. Media will be
pastels, oil paint, and charcoal sketches.

Art Fun — Rachel Reynolds Children all ages
This is a series of fun art projects producing a work of art to take home “introducing painting, drawing,
sculpture and collage for summer youth arts, learning .... and fun”.

Beginning Painting & Drawing — Rose Teen to adult

Everything you've ever wanted to know about drawing and painting but were afraid to ask! This is for
anyone who has always wanted to learn how to draw from life and learn the basics of painting and color
theory in a relatively short time. Learning how to use negative space, perspective, values, the color
wheel/color relationships for quality compositions will be emphasized. This class is for, but not limited to,
the beginning artist as each student will work at the own level. Fun is encouraged, but an open mind is
mandatory!

Watercolor for Kids — Rhodes Children Ages 6.5 to 13

Learn about mixing color (hue, chroma, value and temperature). Study composition and movement of
your art. Still life, photographs and music will be used to inspire your works from realistic to abstract.
Different techniques will be explored. All classes will be designed for age level, interest

and experience. Take home a work of art at the end of class.

Woodblock Printing — Yamasaki adult
The traditional Japanese method of handmade prints will be taught using woodblocks and tools. Space is
limited to ten artists. The instructor will bring the tools, paper & woodblocks.
